    Jail Policies 




	Body Scanners 
	

	This policy is for internal use only and does not enlarge an employee’s civil liability in any way. The policy should not be construed as creating a higher duty of care, in an evidentiary sense, with respect to third party civil claims against employees. A violation of this policy, if proven, can only form the basis of a complaint by this office for non-judicial administrative action in accordance with the laws governing employee discipline.

I. Purpose: The purpose of this policy is to establish guidelines for the safe operation of Body Scanners in the detection of metallic and non-metallic contraband hidden both on a person and/or inside the body of persons while being booked into the Jail and throughout their incarceration for safety and security reasons.
II. Policy: It is the policy of this Jail to establish guidelines for the safe operation of body scanners, detection of contraband concealed on or inside bodies of inmates and proper disposition of discovered contraband. Female staff members who are pregnant or suspect they are pregnant shall notify their immediate supervisor that they have a medical condition if their duties and responsibilities include operation of the Body Scanner.
III. Procedures: 
A. All persons who are booked into the Jail who are unable to post bond prior to leaving the booking area and who are going to be housed in general population will be scanned by the Body Scanner.

B. Exemptions: The below inmates will not be scanned: 
a. Females known to be pregnant at booking and intake
b. Females who claim to be pregnant at booking and intake
c. Female inmates in housing units that claim to be pregnant. These inmates will receive a pregnancy test by the medical unit to determine if they are pregnant. If the results are negative, the inmate will be scanned
d. Juvenile inmates (under the age of 18)
e. Inmates who are medically unable to safely stand on the equipment during the scanning process

f. Detainees: Persons held temporarily in booking for out of county agencies or while waiting to bond out will not be scanned unless they are booked into the facility and integrated into the general population while awaiting transfer. Normally, when a detainee is expected to be held for only a short period, pending bonding out or release, and is not being placed into general population, a pat or rub search will suffice during intake.  When reasonably possible, detainees are housed in holding units or cells apart from general population to allow reasonable time for bonding out or release.

C. Work Release Inmate’s Return: Any inmate who is in the custody Jail and is granted a furlough, released on a work release program, or is otherwise temporarily released from the facility will be scanned upon their return except those inmates that fall into the exemptions listed above.
D. Any inmate in the custody of the Jail can be scanned at any time if reasonable suspicion exists that they are concealing any contraband on his or her person except those inmates that fall into the exemptions listed above.

E. Scanning Procedures: Once an inmate has completed booking and a decision is made that the inmate will be scanned the following procedures will be adhered to: 

a. The inmate will be ordered to shower and changeout into jail issued garb

b. The booking officer will enter the inmate’s data into the computer.  The inmate will stand on the platform of the body scanner. The inmate will stand directly on the foot markings facing away from the radiation source and look straight ahead while standing still. 

c. The booking officer will begin the scanner process. The inmate will be instructed to remain in place until the scanning process in complete. 

d. In the event an eligible inmate refuses to be scanned, that inmate will be placed in a secure holding cell in the booking area and a supervisor will be notified.  The supervisor will encourage the inmate to be scanned or shall conduct an inquiry into the facts and circumstances of the inmate arrest and detention and either conduct a pat search or on reasonable suspicion conduct a strip search of the inmate in accordance with the strip search policy of the jail. 
e. Body Scanner Results: 

i. At the completion of the scanning if no contraband is detected the inmate will proceed into the jail general population or designated housing unit based on the classification decision. 

ii. If the booking officer observes that the inmate is concealing contraband they will contact the shift supervisor to review the results. If the shift supervisor agrees that the inmate is concealing contraband the inmate will be instructed to remove the item. 

iii. If the inmate is concealing contraband in a body cavity other than the mouth, the shift supervisor will be notified and respond to the scanner area. The inmate will be removed to a secure private cell. The inmate will be instructed to remove the item if he or she can safely do so. This will be done in private with staff of the same gender and medical staff when on duty. 

iv. If the inmate refuses to surrender the contraband voluntarily, the inmate will be kept under constant observation to prevent ingestion or disposal of the item. If the contraband poses an immediate medical emergency the inmate will be taken to a local hospital for medical care. If the contraband does not pose an immediate medical emergency, a search warrant will be obtained and the inmate will be taken to the hospital for a body cavity search.

v. If the contraband is not an illegal item, such as cigarettes or a lighter but contraband by Jail policy, a report generated in the inmate’s record of the attempted smuggling. The contraband and all body scanner images that depict jail contraband held in violation of jail rules and regulations, but does not violate Illinois law, shall be held for evidence in any disciplinary hearing and action. The item (evidence) and images will be maintained until all appeals have been exhausted. 

vi. If the contraband is not an illegal item, such as cigarettes or a lighter but contraband by Jail policy, it will be disposed of accordingly and a report generated in the inmate’s record of the attempted smuggling.

vii. The body scanner will only be used in accordance with manufacturers guidelines and the policy of this jail. 

viii.  Body scans shall only be used for legitimate safety and security concerns of the jail and shall not be used as a form of harassment or embarrassment. 
f. Exposure: The Jail shall follow all manufactures instructions with regard to exposure to the scanner by both staff and inmates. 

g. Records Retention: 

a) All body scanner images that depict illegal contraband in violation of Illinois law shall be copied and maintained in the criminal case file and referred to the detective assigned to the case. 

b) All body scanner images that depict jail contraband held in violation of jail rules and regulations, but does not violate Illinois law, shall be held for evidence in any disciplinary hearing and action. 

c) All records of body scanner images shall be held for thirty (30) days before being deleted.
h. Training: No personnel will operate a body scanner without having first received training in compliance with:

· the manufactures guidelines, 
· training on this policy and 
· the related jail policies concerning searches and contraband control. 

Training shall be annual and documented in the officer’s training file. 

i. Maintenance: The manufacturer's recommended maintenance schedule will be followed and documented by the Jail Administrator. 
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
